about holding the Round Table “Independent Kazakhstan – my country!” 

 

On November 16, 2021, at 13.00, an online round table “Tauelsiz Kazakhstan 

- elim menin!” was held at the regional level, dedicated to the 30th anniversary of 

Independence of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
